· Allan S. discussed the 2007 Mid-West spring conference emphasizing that we are quite fortunate it will be held here in Chicago.  It will be a great opportunity to sit in on the Thursday trustee meeting.  The format differs from our usual spring conferences in that there will be no pinnings and formal dinner/entertainment both evenings.   The 1997 conference has roughly 700 in attendance.  Steve S. mentioned that a common question is about the $55 cost for registration.  Because it is a national conference there are more costs associated with putting it on.  On-line registration is in the works.  The next conference meeting is 05/23/06 at the Wyndham, Itasca at 7:00 pm (meet in the atrium).
Old Business:


Spring Conference – Steve S.

Figures not in yet, but due to savvy negotiating from the conference powers that be, we were able to avoid some sizeable losses.  The walk-a-thon generated $460 that will be donated to Chicagoland GA.  Roughly 300 went, 24 scholarships were given out, but attendance was down 20%.  Reps need to ask rooms for feedback.  There are still t-shirts available: Large - $10 and Xtra-Large and above - $12.

Bob O. shared that members who wished to remain anonymous donated funds to cover the room and food shortages.
